“theme and repetition.” Our theme is always our memory verse for the 
program. We repeat the theme through a variety of methods that drive home 
the lesson. All in attendance will always be given a chance to respond to the 
theme for the program, whether it is salvation or a deeper walk with God.  
    
   Our lessons are usually laid out in 3 day events, but we can combine 
programs to go more than 3 days or take away for one or two day events.  At 
this time we have 8 programs that last around an hour and a half. 
 
   All of our programs include: Exciting multi media presentations and video 
clips on a 6 ft. x 8 ft. screen, fast paced games, skits, powerful object lessons 
and illustrated sermons, high tech robotic intelligent lighting effects.
